As a quiet leader, his on ice work and locker room demeanor earned him the team Captaincy during the 2002-2003 season.  He once scored directly on a face off against Slippery Rock.  The final testimony to his ability came during the 2002-2003 CHE All Star game.  Teamed with fellow linemate, Tom Ward, and Penn State West Star “Louie” Nestico, Jordan earned MVP honors by accumulating 6 points on 3 goals and 3 assists during the contest.  That season he also was awarded the Team’s Al Reinshagen award for Hockey Excellence.
