	The page is not long enough to write everything about the outstanding 4-year career of Tom Ward.  A fixture on the first line in each of his seasons, every year “P” amassed more points than the one before and was nominated for the CHE All-Star team 4 consecutive years. He played on some of the most prolific lines in the history of the school including players such as Brett Martz, Jordan Spallone, Jesse Podlucky, his brother, Matt Ward, and Cory Bruzda. He made a habit of scoring big goals and tortured net minders and opposing defenseman with his speed, quickness, and ability to find the net from all angles.  At the time of his graduation, he led the school in almost every offensive record.  He was the team’s rookie of the year his freshman season, the Andy Vahaly Team Spirit Award winner his sophomore year, and took the Bill Vance MVP award during both his junior and senior campaigns.  As a testament to his play, he was named Second Team All-Tournament at the ACHA D III national playoffs in Phoenix, Arizona.  A picture of Tom taking a slap shot against South Dakota State University was marqueed at the tournament for all attendees.  Always fun to watch, Tom would often “row the boat” after scoring a big goal.  Always willing to have some fun, he truly enjoyed the game.  Fitting with how his career ended and started are two scores that will always be remembered. Tom’s first goal came his freshman year in an away game against Edinboro.  In one of his first shifts ever, killing a 5 on 3 penalty, he stole the puck from the top of the defensive triangle and shot like a rocket up the ice to beat the Fighting Scott’s goalie. Then to cap his career was perhaps one of the most thrilling goals ever notched by an SVC player.  Playing Florida Atlantic University in the final game of the 2004-2005 National Tournament, SVC scored with 20 seconds to take a 5-4 lead.  Then as time was expiring FAU put in a tying goal.  So how do you end your college hockey career?  How about an overtime goal to place your team in the win column and lock up a second consecutive 11’th place national ranking.  The coach road the horse.
