On a very bad call by the officials, he was thrown out of the game for fighting and was made ineligible for the semi final playoff showdown against Cal.  SVC lost an evenly played game by a Cal goal in overtime, without Matt who could have undoubtedly tipped the scales in favor of the Green and Gold.  As an example of how his teammates and coaches felt about Matt, he was the first and only freshman in team history to receive the Fr.
