However, his biggest score may have come form a blistering slap shot from out side the blue line against Bucknell to gain a late game SVC win.  He also was credited with a shoot out winning score against UPJ. Dave had an incredible 43 multi point games in 4 years including eight four point and one five point game.  One of his best 3 assist efforts came against a great SVC victory against IUP, when in a see-saw match, Dave started the play on which Tim Legath scored a late game winner in an exciting 4-3 road victory.  Extremely versatile and a fluid skater, Dave could kill penalties, was used on the point on the power play, and played defense at times when the squad was short of blue liners.  He had a great celebration scoring a playoff goal against IUP.  Dave wore an “A” as a team Assistant Captain his Junior and Senior seasons.  His dad contributed many photos of the team during Dave’s time at SVC.  As a Chemistry major, he combined excellence on the ice with a stellar academic record in the classroom.
