With 30 multi point games, twice Joe notched seven points with a 3 goal 4 assist effort against Allegheny College and a 1 goal 6 assist afternoon vs. Pitt Greensburg. Joe had 4 point games against Edinboro, twice against RMU, and WVU while throwing 5 points against Gettysburg in an away contest. He tormented Cal U by scoring a game-winning short handed goal after serving a rare 10 minute misconduct and again in the CHE playoffs with two short handed tallies to send the game into OT.  A game which SVC lost on a disputed referees ruling.  Joe had hat tricks against Edinboro, Allegheny, CMU and Cal. A quiet leader, after serving as an Assistant Captain his Junior year, he wore the Captain’s “C” in his senior season.
