	After Latrobe High School, Cody came to SVC with a well-coached pedigree. Never flashy, but always effective, his play paralleled that of a Ron Francis. He consistently worked into the best possible attacking or defending position. He knew how to play in all three areas of the ice and was tough in front of the net at both ends of the rink. Scrappy in the corners and strong grinder, he could eat time on penalty kills or punish defenders as needed. One of the best players at puck protection along the wall he was dangerous to opposing team’s goaltenders anywhere near the paint. Though most of his goals came from in close, he capably hit the net with slap shots that were surprisingly heavy.  His checks were clean and often had more than their intended impact. He scored the game winner against Fredonia State the first time SVC ever beat the Blue Devils from New York. After graduation he helped the team as an Assistant Coach for the 2014-2015 season under Brett Martz.
