	One could only imagine the numbers Alex would have put up if he had played a full four seasons and had teams with more depth in front of him. His goaltending was textbook. Angles well played, quick glove, strong stick positioning, impeccable butterfly, cat like reflexes, and great stamina. An injury kept him from the ice his entire freshman season and he only started to practice the second semester his sophomore year.  His first game was a bath of fire against one of the nation’s top ranked teams, California University of Pennsylvania. For the next two seasons, Alex was the main reason St. Vincent was competitive against teams with significantly more talent and depth. If it was a tough game, he got the start. By his senior year, CHE knew who had the best goaltender in the league. He played an incredible number of minutes that year, shattering the mark held by Bucky Holt, as the second goalie in SVC history to pass the 1,000 minutes played mark for a single season. He recorded a shut out against WVU, making one of the most remarkable saves ever caught on video. He was the first Polarbearcat goalie to ever defeat Fredonia State University of New York, and held dominance over the Blue Devils for four consecutive games. It was only in the playoffs, the fifth time FSU faced Alex did they win; a thrilling 4-3 OT loss for the Green and Gold in which Alex faced 50 shots. His best performance came his senior year against California of PA, the #1 ranked team in the country. The game plan was for SVC to hold the center of the ice, let Cal control the perimeter, have Alex take care of the shots and wait for opportunities to counter. When Cal did break through Alex continually frustrated them. Even though Cal was breaking scoring records that year, the team also lacked any discipline. The closer the game stayed the dirtier they played. In the 3’rd period, a Cal player speared SVC defenseman Nate Colligan in the throat after the play had stopped in clear site of the officials. SVC scored on the five minute power play and won the game 3-2.
