Although predominately a checking forward and penalty killer he still had a nice scoring touch as he recorded 12 multi-point games in his career and had several noted offensive efforts: a 2 goal game that included shorthanded tally and a tying goal against Penn State Altoona; a key score to knot RMU at 4-4 in a game won by SVC 6-4; 2 power play goals in a win over Allegheny; 2 goals including a game winner vs. UPJ; 2 power play goals against Penn State Behrend and another game winner against the Erie based school.  His career game however had to be against a Nationally ranked Farmingdale team in one of the CHE Met showcase tournament matches. Dave notched a hat trick to propel SVC into overtime. His first goal his freshman year was scored at CMU. His aggressive style made him only one of 5 players to exceed 200 career penalty minutes at the time of his graduation.  His 95 games played makes one of only a handful of players to cross the 90 mark.  His leadership earned him a role as an Assistant Captain his last two seasons.  He was part of key penalty killing forward tandem for much of his career often paired with Chris Hilling, two of the highest energy forward defenders in the era they played.
