If you could catch him, his ability to brace himself and hold his edges surprised fore checkers. And in spite of this aggressive style, his technique was clean resulting in minimal penalty box time. Power play, penalty kill, matches against the oppositions top lines, Tyler never shied from his role. In spite of how he was recognized on the ice and in the locker room by his teammates, he received the Fr. Herman Ubinger, O.S.B. Unsung Hero Award for his efforts in his senior campaign. That by itself is enough to understand how he was viewed by the Coaching Staff and his fellow players.
