	After receiving numerous awards and recognitions as one of the best goalies in Western Pennsylvania Scholastic hockey for Greater Latrobe High School, the Polar Bearcats were the next in line for Shane to set records. For a significant portion of his playing days, Shane logged an incredible amount of playing time, often being the only net minder on the squad. As of his graduation, he was the only goalie to pass the 4,000 minutes played mark, dwarfing the previous record of 2,883 held by Bucky Holt. His .898 save percentage is the highest of any player with more than 250 minutes between the pipes. He ranks first all time in games played by a goalie, first in shots against and saves, and third in wins. His play during his junior year was significant in driving the team to the NCHA national tournament where it finished with a 2 and 2 record en route to a game appearance in the semi finals against Penn State Altoona. Not only did he have size and quickness, his puck handling skills were so adept that he frequently ran breakouts from the defensive zone netting him an unbelievable 13 assists. He also collected a legitimate 10 shots on the opposing net minders. He achieved a first in SVC history when he also shot the puck the length of the ice to score a goal in any empty net to seal a St. Vincent National Tournament win over Otterbein. He is only the second player in team history to be awarded the Bill Vance Most Valuable Player Award in each of his 4 seasons, matching the feat of Captain Eddie “Skates” Rickets who played from 1975 to 1979.

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Even in the butterfly, Shane took up a significant amount of space in front of his net. Shooters had to be adept at finding openings in order to scare against him.





Even with size, mobility was effortless. Whether it was his glove, blocker, or a pad stretch save, Shane could do what ever was required to stop a puck. Not only were his saves secure, he excelled at deflecting pucks to the corners to minimize rebounds.





A perfect demonstration of how Shane positioned himself to move the puck. SVC actually had three defenders for breakout options with him, as he frequently became part of the offense. This also made him extra dangerous when opponents would attempt to dump pucks in the zone. The coaching staff actually had set plays for him to send pucks the length of the ice for retrieval by the team’s forwards as a way set up attacks. 





The video is grainy but the results are clear. With SVC up 5-4 against a determined Otterbein team who scored 3 times in the third period to draw to a one-goal differential, Shane sees an opportunity after a save to take advantage of a pulled goalie and open ice in front of the opposing team’s net.
