	Sam became one of the top scoring forwards in the history of the club as he moved into 7’th place all time at graduation. His stick handling and ability to control the puck at an extreme reach enabled him to create scoring opportunities that were difficult to defend. In spite of a slight build, he played strong against the boards famously dipping below checks to squeeze past defenders. and surprised many opponents with heavy checks. Although his specialty was scoring on misdirection’s, his shot from longer range was deceptively hard.

Some of his best play happened during Saint Vincent’s appearance in the NCHA National Tournament when he racked up 12 goals and 5 assists in 6 games against some of the top team in the country. His scoring ability was foreshadowed in his very first match with SVC with a tally against WVU in his first game as a freshman. One of only 5 players to record more than 400 shots on goal he knotted 8 game winners along with 17 power play marks during his goal a game pace.

He became a nemesis for Pitt Greensburg as he twice had hat tricks against the Bobcats and single handedly destroyed them in another game when he scored 5 times! He also had two 4 goal games, once against CCAC and the second versus Gannon University. He scored twice in a 2-0 shut out against Saint Francis in a game where Coach Ziemianski returned to the bench when Coach Martz was unavailable.
As the Team Captain his last few years, he received the Andy Vahaly Team Spirit Award in recognition of his approach to the game and his teammates.
