	Brett ended his senior year at St. Vincent as one of the all time great players in the history of the sport at the school.  In spite of only playing for three seasons, since the team was only reactivated during his sophomore year, by the time he graduate he was at the top in many statistical categories including #2 in goals scored, #1 in penalty minutes (tie), #3 in total points scored, #1 in game winning goals, and #3 in power play goals scored.  He was the first player in the history of the school to record two 30-goal seasons and at the time of his graduation held the record for most goals scored in a single match with 7 tallies against Allegheny College in an away game.  He was captain of the team each of the 3 years that he was on the squad.  He played with an explosive skating style that would enable him to pull away from defenders and used a devastating shot that simply overpowered goalies on opposing teams.  He was nominated to the WPIHA all star teams his junior and senior years.  He was one of those very rare talents who would take over a game and do whatever was needed to win, whether on the attack or when defending.  His statistics speak for themselves, but can never fully describe the fire with which he played the game.  When the team resurrected its memorial awards during his senior year, he was an obvious choice for the William Vance MVP trophy.  Brett assumed the role of head coach when Mike Ziemianski retired at the end of the 2013-2014 season.
