At the end of his career he held the record for most career power play goals by an SVC defenseman with 9 and was the teams all time penalty minute leader with 232.  One of his most memorable moments was playing in both SVC ACHA D III National Tournament appearances, especially the 2003-2004 series in Phoenix, Arizona.  Although hailing from Michigan, his parents were regular attendees of SVC contests, making regular trips to Western Pa and away games.
