She was the leading scorer for the West Region in the Jr. Women’s Category of the Keystone State Games for four consecutive years.  Chantal also may have been the first ever female to play in the 2005 ACHA D III Men’s National Tournament seeing action against both Fresno State and Florida Atlantic University.  Her goal came against Youngstown State University.  After transferring to pursue academic study leading to nursing, she also played for the Univeristy of Pittsburgh D III program and has made multiple appearances in the USA Hockey Senior Women’s National Tournament representing the Pittsburgh regions qualifying team.
